AD HOC COMMITTEE CHARGE

An Ad Hoc Committee will be formed to plan and execute activities to enhance the awareness and knowledge of anaerobic digester foaming.  The committee shall explore, develop, and implement a pilot operations workshop on anaerobic digester foaming. The intent of the workshop will be to explore and identify the extent, causes, and solutions to this operations challenge.  The committee may also recommend new programs or ideas to promote the awareness and knowledge of this topic. 

Jeff Brochtrup of the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District has agreed to chair this Ad Hoc Committee. Committee members so far are Jeff, Steve Ruesser, Eric Lecuyer, and Rusty Schroedel. The committee shall solicit additional members from each of the State Section Operations Committee chairs and encourage diversity on the committee through inclusion of operators, consultants, vendors, and academia as is reasonably possible.

The committee shall report on their activities to the Central States Board including reporting on the lessons learned from the workshop that may apply to future, similar workshops. 

It is anticipated that the committee will meet, in person or by conference call, to conduct its activities.

A proposed budget will be developed by the Ad Hoc Committee and should be submitted to the Executive Director for review and approval by the Executive Committee.
