The following summarizes activities in the Illinois Section since the previous report in October 2005.  
· The joint IWEA/CSWEA Government Affairs seminar was held on January 18, 2006.  The program included a keynote address by Marcia Willhite followed by talks on coordinating emergency response efforts, the impacts of electrical energy deregulation on management, wetlands and nutrient removal, and benchmarking and alternative project delivery.  The Illinois Section committee members are George Sprouse, Robert Johnson, and Gregg Buchner.  Final attendees and breakdowns of IWEA and CSWEA members and revenues are not available yet.

· The annual meeting of the Illinois Section of CSWEA was held at the Government Affairs Seminar on January 18, 2005.  The following key items are of note from the meeting:

· The Illinois Section balance as of December 31, 2005 was $7,663.40.
