Three issues of WISILLMINN were published during calendar and fiscal year 2005 and the Associations’ magazine continues to be well received and a value to our members.  Each issue was mailed during the issue month and contained timely information, good articles and contributions from the State Section Chairs and others.  WISILLMINN has grown to 40 pages, due to the volume of material to be published, although the November Issue was 36 pages, partly due to the timing of the issue and need to go to press prior to WEFTEC’05.  We continue to work to assure that all content is of high quality and that the magazine is one with which all of our members can take pride.

Advertising interest remains high and all available ad space had been sold during 2005.  Ad revenue was a little below expectations, since many advertisers renewed their 2005 ads prior to the ad rate increase effective date of February 1, 2005.  Ad revenues are anticipated to reach the $13,000.00 during 2006 with the 15% rate increase approved last January.  Aggressive efforts are underway to renew all current advertisers and attract new advertisers.
Production costs remain on budget and costs continue to be controlled with much of the pre-press artwork being completed by the Editor and Mrs. Editor.  This effort takes considerable time but the results are controlled costs and a quality publication.

While 2006 production costs are expected to be similar to 2005, postage costs will increase and this increase is reflected in the budget proposal.  

The March 2006 issue of WISILLMINN will include profiles on the 2nd VP Nominee, Treasurer Nominee, a preview of the 2006 Education Seminar, a preview 79th Annual Meeting and a review of WEFTEC’05, with recognition to WEF and USEPA award winners not previously noted in the November issue.
I look forward to receiving the State Section Chair messages, President’s Column and all other contribution by the February 1, 2006 submission deadline.
