Contract negotiations were completed with Craig Kelman & Associates, Ltd and a contract was signed on November 15, 2006, based on the Executive Committee’s authorization.  That contract follows the proposal reviewed by the Executive Committee, with some clarifications and details inserted to better protect the Association.  Four issues will be published each year, in full color, with expanded circulation and all publication, distribution and advertising management responsibilities falling on Kelman.  

The first issue (Spring) of Central States Water, the magazine will be out on April 6, 2007, with a content and advertising deadline of February 23, 2007.  The Annual Meeting preview will be the feature, along with technical articles, features and departments intended to maintain some continuity while enhancing marketability of the magazine.
The second issue (Summer) will be mailed on July 6, 2007 with a content and advertising deadline of June 1, 2007 and will feature a review of the Annual Meeting, award winners and events.

The third issue (Fall) will be mailed on September 28, with a content and advertising deadline of August 24, 2007.

The fourth issue (Winter) will be mailed on December 28, 2007, with a content and advertising deadline of November 23, 2007.  This magazine will feature a preview of the CSWEA/WWA Midwest Water Industry Exp and the CSWEA Education Seminar.  

Feature articles of general interest to water and wastewater professionals and the public in general will be included in each issue.  It is our goal to cover timely issues, with perspectives provided by the scientific, regulatory, facility management community as well as other stakeholders to provide a 360 degree review of issues.  Suggestions on feature articles are always welcome!  

Content related to the Association will also be provided, with the traditional President’s column, Section news, Students & Young Professionals, facility profiles and other news items included.  Our effort will be to reduce repetitive items, with the Section Chairs encouraged to focus on Section events and news, rather than repeating what has already been covered elsewhere in the magazine.  

While Kelman provides a managing editor for content, all Association content will continue to be directed to the Executive Director who will forward appropriate content to the managing editor for placement within the magazine.
