Water is Life and Infrastructure Makes it Happen. A sub-committee, headed by Roger Gyger, will spearhead the promotion of this WEF-based initiative to our CSWEA members. Committee progress has been hampered due to lack of assignment of state members for all three states. We welcome any Executive Committee ideas on getting members involved. IL advocates (Gary Scott) for the program have been using it and will provide a good source of information for others.  It is likely this will be a state-promoted effort with ‘go to’ help provided by the CSWEA committee.
