RULES OF THE COMPETITION

Introduction:
The WEF Undergraduate Student Paper Competition is intended to promote the education of undergraduate students in water pollution control, water quality problems, water-related concerns, hazardous wastes or related areas.  It also is intended to provide an opportunity for national recognition of undergraduate students. TOPIC:
Any paper dealing with water pollution control, water quality problems, water-related concerns, hazardous waste, or related areas is invited.

PAPERS: 
The paper submitted shall be limited to ten (10) total typed pages of less than 5,000 words, including an abstract of less than 350 words, tables, and figures (references will be allowed and not counted in total words). Two (2) copies of the paper must be submitted. All information that identifies the author (such as name, address, telephone number, and the name, address and telephone number of the school) must be omitted from one (1) copies of the paper.

Selection will be based on: Originality of Work-20%, Technical Content-20%, Completeness of Work-20%, Clarity of Paper-20%, Relevancy-10%, and Abstract-10%.

The winner from each state will be notified by March 26th.

PRESENTATION:

AUTHORSHIP:
Must be a current undergraduate student or recently graduated (within one calendar year of WEFTEC ‘07) to be eligible for this competition. Faculty advisors cannot be listed as co-authors. However, they may act in an advisory capacity.

AWARDS: 
The winner from each state will receive free registration, one night of lodging and up to $100.00 for expenses from the State Section for attendance at the competition on April 2 and the CSWEA Education Seminar on April 3.  


The winner from the CSWEA competition will receive free registration, travel and lodging to the WEFTEC conference in San Diego CA (October 13 to October 17, 2007)

ANNOUNCEMENT

2007 CSWEA & WEF Student Design Competition
RULES OF THE COMPETITION

Introduction:
The WEF Student Design Competition is intended to promote “real world and hands on” design experience for students interested in pursuing an education and/or career in water/wastewater engineering and sciences field.  This competition tasks individuals or teams of students to design and present a program meeting the requirements of the problem statement. The guidelines and entry form on the WEF Student Design Competition can be viewed online at http://www.wef.org/LearnAboutWater/ForStudents/UniversityCenter/Student_Programs_Services.htm
TOPIC:
The topic of the problem will be based around problems such as sewer design (collection & distribution analysis), wastewater treatment plant expansions, biological nutrient removal, reuse, and/or constructed wetlands, etc.

WORKLOAD: 
The project will include a problem statement, a development of alternatives and a recommended solution.  The depth of the effort should be comparable to preliminary design.  A key criterion in the judging of the competition is the manner and level of effort spent in evaluating the alternatives.  Students are expected to work with little assistance from an advisor and/or professor, and the students are expected to work together as a team to find a solution to their problem.  Students may use whatever references or resources they choose.

Requirements:
Each student presenter must be a full-time WEF student member at the time of presenting at WEFTEC.


Teams may consist of more than four members, but only four students may present at WEFTEC.


Student members will compete through oral presentations.  Each presentation will be 20 minutes followed by a 10-minute question and answer period.  The presentation should be in PowerPoint format.


Submit a design notebook complying with the requirements set forth in the design competition entry guidelines.
TIMELINE: 
February:  CSWEA S&YP Committee accepts and approves problem statement from interested teams in the CSWEA region.


April 2nd:  CSWEA Design Competition will be held at the Monona Terrace, Madison, WI.


October 13th to 25th:  The winning team from the CSWEA Competition will compete at WEFTEC in San Diego CA.
SELECTION 
The CSWEA SY&P Panel will judge the design competition based on 

CRITERIA: 
these four elements:  Content, Organization, Delivery & Effectiveness, & Discussion.

NOTIFICATION: 
The winning team will be notified during the CSWEA Education Seminar on April 3.

PRESENTATION: 
The State Section student design teams will present their projects on Monday afternoon April 2nd at the CSWEA Education Seminar, Monona Terrace; Madison, WI.


The winning team from the CSWEA competition on April 2 will be asked to present at the CSWEA Annual Meeting on Thursday, May 24th Monona Terrace, Madison, WI.  

  AWARDS: 
Each State Section team that competes will receive free registration, one night of lodging and up to $100.00 each for expenses from the State Section for attendance at the CSWEA Design Competition and Education Seminar.  In addition, a Scholarship Award of $300.00 will be awarded to the winning team along with a matching $300.00 to be awarded to the winning team’s Student Chapter, by CSWEA.  


The winner from the CSWEA competition will receive free registration, travel and lodging to the WEFTEC conference in San Diego CA (October 13 to October 17, 2007).  Travel and lodging paid by CSWEA.

Prizes for the winner at WEFTEC will vary depending on sponsorship opportunities.  Monetary awards typically provided by WEF for the top 4 design teams are: 1st place $2,500, 2nd place $1,000, 3rd place $750, 4th place $500.

Greetings;

I am communicating with you today for the purpose of introducing the Student Design and Student Paper Competition sponsored by the Central States Water Environment Association (CSWEA). This year the competition for both events will be held on the afternoon of April 2, the day before the CSWEA Education Seminar at Monona Terrace Convention Center in Madison WI. This is a great opportunity to participate in the Competitions and attend the Education Seminar the following day.
The Student Design Competition and the Student Paper Competition are described in more detail on the attached fact sheets and at the WEF web site link noted in the fact sheets. For the purpose of introduction, it is an opportunity for students at the university level to demonstrate their engineering skills and practices by researching and preparing a design for an actual water quality based project or preparing and presenting a research based paper. It is an excellent networking opportunity between students and professionals in the water quality field. The competition at the CSWEA level is designed to feed into the national competition at the annual WEFTEC conference, which this year is scheduled for October 13 –17 in San Diego, CA. In 2006, a Student Design team from Northwestern University was sponsored by CSWEA at the WEFTEC in Dallas Texas. 
Both the Student Design Competition and the Student Paper Competition are designed to be functions of the WEF Student Chapters program. We understand that you may not have a WEF Student Chapter at your university the present time. WEF requires students to have a WEF student membership to participate at WEFTEC; however CSWEA does not require it to participate in either of these two events at the local level. CSWEA will provide student membership enrollment in WEF for teams / individuals who are selected to represent CSWEA in October.

The State Sections of CSWEA have budgeted funds to assist individuals or teams from their State to present at the CSWEA competition event in April. We realize this is a short notice for participation and will be as flexible as possible in working with you and your students to afford the opportunity to participate on April 2nd. Design projects and Papers from 1st semester are eligible along with Design projects or Papers that are being developed as part of a 2nd semester class. Please read over the attached fact sheets on both opportunities and provide this information to any of your full time students in the water quality field that you feel may benefit from such an experience.
