The 11th annual Education Seminar was held at Monona Terrace on April 4th 2006.  The title this year was “Headwaters to the Delta: Nutrients, Water Quality and Wastewater Treatment”  Speakers were recruited from across North America and gave the participants an update on the reason for nitrogen limits, wetland restoration as a potential cost savings alternative to WWTP nutrient removal, operation and design alternatives for nutrient removal, and innovative technologies for side stream treatment. Total attendance was 191 with a breakdown as follows:

· Full – 135 

· Student – 46 

· Speakers – 8 

· Gratis – 2 

This is a relatively high attendance although there were fewer full paid and more student attendees. For the second year in a row we broke our previous record for student attendance. Last year we had 36 students and this year we had 46. This is a positive step towards integrating students into CSWEA after they graduate. 
As of this report the seminar will net approximately $1,800 over expenses. This is an estimate because not all final expense reimbursement requests have been received from the speakers.  

I’d like to commend the committee for their excellent work and knowledge in putting together this 11th annual seminar. Everyone on the committee has done an outstanding job. I’d like to especially commend Jay Kemp for his efforts on the technical committee. This key role on the committee includes coordinating the program committee to develop the program, contacting and coordinating with the speakers, and assembling the proceedings.  

The next committee meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, May 9 at the CSWEA Annual Meeting. The plan for this meeting is to review the evaluation surveys of the attendance at the conference looking for clues as to what may be done to improve future conferences, discuss why full paid registration was down and what measures might be taken to increase full paid attendance next year, and to discuss a topic for the program committee to begin working on for the 2007 event. 

The committee would like to express its appreciation for the continued support of the executive committee and its Executive Director, Eric Lecuyer.  The support of the association helps make this outstanding event the success that it has become.
