We continue to make effective use of electronic newsletters and reminders to prompt registrations for seminars and the Annual Meeting and convey timely information to our members.  Several mass emails were sent to all of our members that we have email addresses were sent on behalf or Dan Lynch leading up to the Midwest Water Industry Expo, which helped to get the information out on that event.  (A nice feature of the service employed is that the email campaign can be customized to appear to be coming from different individuals depending on the event.)  Several email campaigns were conducted prior to the Education Seminar and again updates were provided and a number of people were prompted to register, both prior to the early registration fee ending and again later during the registration process.

Numerous email campaigns were sent out prior to the Annual Meeting, targeting potential exhibitors and members to register.
