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Constitution

Article I - Purpose

The purpose of this student chapter shall be (1) to promote student interest in the water
quality environment, and (2) to provide an avenue for the exchange of information and
ideas between students and members of the Central States Water Environment
Association (CSWEA) including the Wisconsin Section of CSWEA and the Water
Environment Federation (WEF).

In addition, the objectives as stated in the CSWEA and WEF constitutions and by laws
shall be adopted by reference.

Article I — Affiliation

This organization is a student chapter of the Central States Water Environment
Association and the Wisconsin Section of CSWEA. The CSWEA is a member
association of the Water Environment Federation.

Article III — Membership

Any student enrolled at the University of Wisconsin — Madison (UW), with an interest in
the water environment, shall be eligible for membership. At least one faculty member,
and five student members, must be a member of CSWEA and WEF. Provided the above
minimum membership criteria is met, other UW students may belong to the student
chapter without being members of the CSWEA or WEF.

Article IV — Management

The organization shall be managed by officers and counselors elected by the voting
members at regular intervals. At least one meeting shall be held each year.

Additional meetings shall be held on a monthly basis to discuss the activities of the
student chapter, provide a forum for presenters and exchange information about water
quality issues.

Article V - Academic Status

Each student member must be in good academic standing with the institution.
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Amendments to this constitution may be proposed at any regular meeting by any member
of the chapter. Adoption of an amendment shall be by three-fourths vote of all members
attending a later regular meeting, provided that such three-fourths majority shall include
at least half of the members of the chapter.

Article VII — Annual Report

A report listing the activities of the chapter during the prior year must be submitted to the
Chairman of the CSWEA Student and Young Professionals Committee and the
Chairmen of the Wisconsin Section Student & Young Professionals Committee by May 1
of each year.

Article VIII -- By Laws
By Laws that are consistent with the Central States Water Environment Association and

the Water Environment Federation Constitution shall be adopted at the time this
Constitution is ratified and may be amended as needed.
