The technical Program Committee issued a call for papers in early October for the 79th Annual meeting, held in St. Charles, IL on May 9-10, 2006.  In response to the call for papers, 54 abstracts were received. At a meeting held in Chicago, IL, January 9, 2006, the technical program committee selected 37 abstracts for paper presentations in three concurrent sessions on Tuesday and two concurrent sessions on Wednesday at the annual meeting.

Two weeks before the annual meeting, one of the speakers pulled out of the conference, and through discussions with the Executive Director, we were able to arrange for this time slot to be filled with a presentation from the winners of the Student Paper Competition / Design Competition.

The program appeared to be well received. Attendance varied from about 7 to 50 over the two days.  In general, attendance at the presentations appeared lower than previous years.  The most popular sessions were on Wet Weather Treatment and Nutrient Removal.  Attendance seemed evenly distributed between both days of the conference.  A summary of attendance for the presentations is listed below:
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One especially encouraging item was an attendance of 35 to hear the winners of this year’s Student Design Competition.  Three female students from Northwestern University presented on “Improved Wastewater Treatment in Portobelo, Panama”.  The feedback received on their presentation was excellent; all three ladies did a professional and great job of presenting to the audience.  At future conferences, it should be strongly considered that the winners of the Student Design Competition be allowed to present at the annual conference.  It provides a great means to promote this competition, as well as providing CSWEA members an opportunity to provide feedback to the students.

At this year’s conference, we attempted to use only three computers and projectors for all presentations.  In past years, each speaker brought their own laptop, with computer switching usually occurring between presentations or at breaks.  For the most part, using only three computers worked very well.  All speakers were contacted ahead of time, and they were instructed to bring their presentation on either a flash drive or a CD.  This was successful for all presentations.  The only minor problem was that on one computer, a dialog box kept popping up, which meant the moderators had to close the dialog box every ten minutes.  As long as three dedicated computers and three dedicated, high resolution projectors can be borrowed for the conference, this was a good method to manage the presentations.
Also, this year, the local arrangements committee assigned two individuals to act as computer coordinators for all presentations.  Their attendance at all of the sessions was a tremendous asset, as it allowed the moderators to focus on other aspects of the presentation.  This approach should be used again at future conferences.
The committee has done a great job in soliciting, reviewing, selecting, and moderating presentations again this year, which has resulted in a quality technical program.  I want to acknowledge the outstanding support by my committee members Jason Benson, Dr. Bill Boyle, Bill Marten, Dave Raby, and Beth Vogt.
