1.  Call to Order:  Carol Strackbein called the meeting to order at 10:01 am.
2.  Approval of Agenda:  Moved by Dennis Lindeke, 2nd by Scott Trotter to approve the agenda. Approved.
3.  President’s Remarks: Carol Strackbein began the meeting by welcoming Joe Slevnik as the new IL Section Trustee and thanking WEF Executive Director, Bill Bertera and WEF Managing Director of Government Affairs, Tim Williams for attending. She extended appreciation to the Local Arrangements Committee for a very successful 79th Annual Meeting. 
4.  WEF Representative’s Comments



Bill Bertera remarked that he was glad to attend.
5.  Executive Director’s Report


a. Moved by LaMont Albers, 2nd by Scott Trotter to approve the revised Banking Resolutions, removing Jim Roth and adding Carol Strackbein as signatories. Approved.

b. The latest version of the letterhead was circulated for any further changes. Eric reminded the group that the letterhead was not printed in bulk, but available on-line and reviewed the log-on procedure. There was a brief discussion of the concern over file size of reports and the length of time required to print them.

c. Eric updated his written report with remarks about Event Insurance. The premium for Central States Annual Meeting would be about $1300. Current events should be closely monitored as future large events are planned. Bill Bertera shared WEF’s insurance planning. 

d. It would take a few weeks to receive the final numbers but it is expected that this Annual Meeting will prove to be very successful financially, contributing to the overall fiscally sound Association. 

e. Eric updated his written report stating that he had been in contact with the Section financial officers regarding transaction procedures. He also recommends a 3-year contract with the same auditor rather than go through a bid process each year. There was a brief discussion about the contract amount. Moved by Rusty Schroedel, 2nd by Scott Trotter to enter into a 3-year contract with the auditor, SMT. Approved. 
6. State Trustee Reports

a. Wisconsin:  Rusty Schroedel referred to his report, stating that Section Officers are: Tom Mulcahy, Bill Martin and Dave Arnott.  He also reported that WI Section is extending the Ad Hoc Committee on Committee and asked that Jeff Brochtrup be added to the CSX agenda in order to present this committee’s activities.

b. Minnesota:  Dave Raby presented Bob Peplin’s posted report. 
c. Illinois:  Joe Slevnik listed new Section officers: Steve Bollweg, Chair; Sue Baert, Vice Chair and  Shelly Cumbow, Secretary-Treasurer. The Section also approved their revised SOPs, planned a Quick-Talk meeting on July 13 and is planning a Maintenance Seminar to be held in the fall. Moved by Dennis Lindeke, 2nd by Scott Trotter to approve the State Section Trustee Reports. Approved.
7.  Committee and Activity Reports


a. Education Seminar: Eric Lecuyer presented Jim Fisher’s written report, noting that this committee has become very popular with its finite goal and finite time commitment. The funds generated by the last Education Seminar were lower than expected due to a decrease in the number of full registrations. There was a record number of students attending, but at a lower registration fee. For the first time, the committee is considering increasing the full registration amount which will help to subsidize the affordability for students. Beth Vogt will move from Registration Chair to Technical Committee Chair and is looking for someone to handle registration. The registration process will also be changed with registrations being sent directly to Executive Director, Eric Lecuyer who will then forward the information to the Committee Registration Chair.

b. General Awards: Dennis Lindeke remarked that it was “a most excellent Awards Banquet” that he is handing over the 2nd VP files to Tim Tack. Eric Lecuyer had received feedback regarding the Safety Award and Bill Bertera suggested that WEF’s Award Chairman be contacted with regards to changing the WEF guidelines. 

c. Internet: Eric Lecuyer met with Webmaster, Eric Sedmack during the Annual Meeting. Marion Graham suggested a “How To Get Involved” button on the CSWEA home page and to include a survey to gather feedback from those visiting the site. Rusty Schroedel would like a link to the Water for People site and requested a link from the WI Section page to the WAWWA site.
d. Operation Challenge: LaMont Albers has contacted the latest award winners regarding participation in this year’s event. He received mixed responses and will continue to work with coaches Rick Ashling and Jim Miller to recruit team members and set-up practice sessions in Madison.

e. WISILLMINN: Eric Lecuyer reported that the Student Design paper will be published in lieu of a Radebaugh Paper. He already has a Safety Article as well as one on a Plant Operation Award. He asked that everyone makes sure to get Section materials and any other articles in by June 1. We are short of the Advertising budget goal to date however, there are more full-page ads requested which will help increase advertising income.
f. Public Education: Patti Craddock’s posted report stands.

g. Student & Young Professionals: Updating his written report, Tim Tack has sent the new Student Design announcements to Eric Lecuyer and that everyone should solicit papers for the Student Paper Competition. 

h. General Membership: Eric Lecuyer commented that there was nothing additional to Dean Wiebenga’s report and that the lists of delinquent members are being forwarded to Section Membership Chairs and membership continues to go up and down throughout the year. Dean was impressed with what WEF sends out to new members and that we are trying to do the same with our Association pins and welcome letters. The focus of this committee should continue to be on getting members actively involved in CSWEA. 

i. Ad Hoc Committees:

(i) Regional Trade Show – Dan Lynch reported that he would get information
promoting this event in the July Wisillminn. 
(ii) MARC  - Carol Strackbein indicated that Tom Mulcahy will report on this new committee as they formalize their goals. 
Moved by Dennis Lindeke, 2nd by Dan Lynch to accept all committee reports.  Approved.

8.  Annual Meetings


a. 2006 IL: Scott Trotter reported for Dean Weibenga his appreciation to all who helped making this Annual Meeting a great success. There were over 400 registered, however they were not all in the Expo Center. There will be a wrap-up meeting scheduled and any helpful information passed on to the next LAC.

b. 2007 WI: Carol reported that Paul Nehm is gathering  together the committee for this Madison event.
c. 2008 MN: Dennis said that their LAC, headed by Doug Henrichsen is getting their volunteers lined up for Bloomington, MN. Moved by Dennis Lindeke, 2nd by Scott Trotter to accept all Annual Meeting reports.  Approved.

9.  Old Business
Committee Assignments: Carol reminded all that committee rosters are due to WEF in two weeks and that she and Eric will work to make sure the deadline is met.


10. New Business

a. Carol asked for agenda items to be covered at CSWEA CSX’06. The following items were requested:

b. The next meeting will be held October 22, 2006 in Dallas, TX. Bill Bertera suggested that rooms are going fast for WEFTEC and to keep trying as people change there plans over the next several months. There was a discussion about the effect of Katrina on the New Orleans venue and Mr. Bertera explained that WEF has not changed plans. WEFTEC will be in San Diego in 2007, Chicago in 2008, and Orlando in 2009 with plans to alternated between Chicago and New Orleans after that. When asked what WEF required of Local Arrangement committee help he said that WEF has paid staff now, reducing the need for local assistance but to put volunteers in place and details will be worked out later.
