The 2005 conference was a great success. The surveys and verbal comments indicated that the format and program were extremely well received. Attendance was high with 162 full registrations and 36 student registrations. 

The Education Committee has had several conference call planning meetings to develop the program and to plan for the 2006 Seminar. 
The committee has set the date for the 2006 Seminar as April 4th, 2006. The topic will be Nutrient Removal with a focus on the potential for future total nitrogen limits, total nitrogen removal approaches, emerging approaches and technologies for nutrient removal, and phosphorus removal. Titles and speakers are being lined up as this memo is written and will be forwarded to the executive committee when finalized. The schedule is to have the conference brochure mailed out by Thanksgiving, as has been the goal in the past. 

Committee Succession: One member of the program committee resigned because he has been unable to find the time to actively participate in the committee. Leads for a potential replacement are being sought. Jay Kemp is serving in his first of two years as the program chair with the goal of becoming the overall chair after his second year as program chair. Beth Vogt has joined the program committee and is also continuing to do registration for the 2006 seminar. One or two positions are expected to open up after the 2006 seminar for those that have served in the same role for two or more years. This follows past practices of moving folks through the various positions with the goal of keeping the committee fresh with new experience. 
Monona Terrace will continue to be the location of choice for the Education Conference. Although there was not a problem reserving the Terrace for 2006, some location adjustments to the break and lunch area locations had to be made for the 2005 seminar. Competition for the Terrace facilities may increase in the future as the popularity of the Terrace grows.
