Webmaster Eric Sedmak continues to make improvements and provide updates to the CSWEA website, www.CSWEA.org.  As a result of CSWEA-CSX, the most recent addition to the website is a limited access Executive Committee Resource page that contains items such as the electronic letterhead, up to date full data field and contact info containing spreadsheet for members and other items.  Access is via a user name, which is each Executive Committee member’s first initial and last name, as in elecuyer and password, being your WEF membership number.  Based on the Executive Committee’s experience, pages will be set up on the same basis for various committees, for resources that are not necessarily public but useful resources and archived information for committee members.  

Additional updates, prompted by CSWEA-CSX, include award criteria for most of the awards and updated past awardees.  FOURMS continue to be ignored, much to the frustration of the webmaster and contrary to the expectations based on a membership committee survey conducted some time ago.

Advertising interest in the website remains strong with a number of new advertisers being posted since May.  In addition, many job postings are listed and frequently updated.  Professionals Available listings are also available and could made popular by our many student members.  We anticipate expanding another tab for “Student Chapters” and provide more interaction, postings and links to our existing and new chapters.

On line registration continues to be popular and has proven to be extremely helpful in gathering last minute sponsorships for the CSWEA/IWEA Welcome Reception for WEFTEC’05.  Recently the Minnesota Section was able to post their Conference on the Environment registration info and on line registration on the website.  Please be aware that it generally takes up to two weeks for the webmaster to build the needed registration page, link it to Pay Pal and the appropriate recipients.  In the case of the MN Section posting, which was received less than a month before the seminar date, Eric Sedmak worked diligently to get the registration information posted.

There are times when several days or weeks pass between forwarding items on to Eric Sedmak for posting and them being posted.  Eric continues to provide valued service and does an excellent job in maintaining the site, but has many other responsibilities that take up his time.  Billing has been minimum, averaging $200-300 per month since the Annual Meeting.
