The most recent Wisconsin Section Board Meeting was held on August 10, 2005 at the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District offices. The following summarizes highlights of the meeting:

1. As of August 1, the Wisconsin Section has a balance of $27,773.78. The Section is financially sound.

2. The next WWOA Annual Meeting will be held October 4-7, 2005 in Green Bay.

3. The Annual Collections System Seminar was held on June 3, 2005, in Watertown. The seminar was, again, a big success.

4. The Government Affairs Committee continues to be active providing quarterly updates on state and federal issues of interest to the Section members. Thirteen issues reports were provided including topics on biosolids, nutrients, and security. The next Government Affairs Seminar is scheduled for February 2006, at the Marriott Madison West.

5. The Management Seminar, co-sponsored by the Wisconsin Water Association, will be held August 11, 2005, at the Comfort Inn in Madison.
