1. Call to Order  -  Jim Roth called the meeting to order at 4:21 p.m.
2. LaMont Albers moved, 2nd by John Leonhard to approve the Minutes of the May Annual Meeting. Approved.




3. 2004 Annual Fiscal Report – Dan Lynch presented the annual fiscal reports including copies of the 2004 year end fiscal audit.  All Association federal and state taxes and required reports have been completed and submitted.  Fiscal 2004 marks the first time that fiscal reports include State Sections funds in keeping with the modifications to the associations governing documents approved at the 77th Annual Business Meeting. It was noted that detailed fiscal reports, including profit and loss statements, budget reports and the annual audit are posted at www.cswea.org for all to review.
4. Jim Roth introduced Mohammad Dahab, our WEF Representative and thanked him for his participation in the 78th Annual Meeting.  Mohammad encouraged members to seek him out with any questions or comments regarding WEF Activities.
5. Annual Report from the President – Jim Roth discussed his written report and highlighted the many accomplishments achieved during the year.  Included were the adoption of updated Statements of Policies to coincide with the amended governance documents and Dan Lynch was acknowleged for his leadership in completing this effort.  The Education Seminar Committee, lead by Dennis Streicher was complimented on an outstanding and successful 10th Seminar.  President Roth acknowledged the efforts of the Student & Young Professionals Committees under Tim Tack’s leadership with the Student Paper and Student Design competitions.  Sponsorship from 3M, Ben Meadows Company, Lab Safety Supply, Zenon and Doonan Environmental will help send the CSWEA Winners to compete at WEF.  The establishment of a student chapter at the University of Illinois through the efforts of Scott Trotter, our continued success with the Stockholm Junior Water Prize with State winners from Wisconsin and Minnesota competing at the national level are among the many successes achieved over the year.
6. WEF Directors Reports – Tom Bunker reported that WEF leadership reorganization has made the Federation more responsive to changing conditions and able to manage proactively.  WEF’s concept of group memberships is still evolving and Tom expects final action taken in October.  Tom praised WEF’s Executive Director Bill Butera for his visionary leadership and guidance of the Federation.
7. State Section Reports

a. Wisconsin – Mike Piener, WI Section Chairperson reported on Wisconsin Section activities including highly successful.  The Section remains strong with a healthy treasury.  The WI Section has a Stockholm Junior Water Prize winner representative attending the National competition in Portland.

b. Minnesota – Dave Raby highlighted various MN Section events including the annual conference with the Air and Waste Management association and the Innovative workshop in February have added to the healthy treasury.  Minnesota will also be sending a Stockholm Junior Water Prize contestant to the National competition.
c. Illinois – Joe Slevnik discussed the Section’s re-organization during the year with the resignation of Tim Cardella as Section Chair, with Joe assuming the role of Chair, Steve Bollwege Vice Chair and Shelly Cumbow continuing as Secretary/Treasurer, Beth Vogt as Trustee and Ron Johnson as Past Chair.  The Section continued successful co-sponsorship of the annual Government Affairs Seminar with IWEA and will host another Quick Talks Seminar.  
8.  Committee Reports: (It was noted that all Committee Reports are posted at www.CSWEA.org)
a. General Awards, it was noted that four CSWEA Members have been submitted for WEF awards.  Members were encouraged to forward nominees for the many WEF awards available.

b. Technical Program Committee, it was noted that an excellent technical program had been presented at the 78th Annual Meeting.  Over 50 abstracts had been submitted for consideration.  Dave Raby was congratulated on an excellent program.

c. Cammy Johnson noted that registration was over 300, with more than 100 full conference registrations and many exhibitors attending the full conference.

d. Education Seminar, Jay Kemp reported for Chair Jim Fisher that the 11th Annual Education Seminar will be hosted again at the Monona Terrace on Tuesday, April 4, 2006 with the traditional reception held on Monday.  The topic will be Nutrient Removal.

e. Website:  Eric Sedmak had been on hand with a booth at the Exhibit Hall, registering many members for the Forums page at www.CSWEA.org.  Most upgrades have been completed and on line registration and credit card payments had been a popular addition to the site.

f. Public Education:  Patti Craddock reported that the SJWP winners from WI and MN are set to travel to Portland for the National event.  Patti also noted that Elizabeth Welch was recently presented with the finalist award from last year, with her and her High School receiving cash awards.

g. WISILLMINN:  Eric Lecuyer reported that contributions have been outstanding, leading to a 40 page format and that advertising sales have been strong, nearly selling out all available space.

h. Students & Young Professionals:  Tim Tack reported on the Student Design and Paper Competition and explained that only one Design Team was able to compete and had done an excellent job.  Tim acknowledged the sponsorship provided by 3M, Zenon, Ben Meadows Company, Lab Safety Supply and Doonan Environmental.  Tim encouraged all to support S&YP activities and to work more closely with the S&YP Committee.  Tim also acknowledged the work of Dan Busch in making sure the Student Design and Paper competition were successful.

i. General Membership:  It was reported that membership remains stable and follow up efforts are consistently undertaken by the committee for delinquent members as well as to welcome new members.  
j. Regional Trade Show:  Jay Kemp reported that good progress is being made on this event co-sponsored with the Wisconsin Water Association and plans are now for a two day event at the Kalahari Resort at the Wisconsin Dells.  Registration and other details will be available in July.

k. Resolutions (Necrology) – The passing of Allen Sobczak and Karl Kuehlke were noted and a moment of silence was observed for all CSWEA members who have passed since the last annual meeting.
9.  Nominations Committee Report and Election – Chuck Hansen reported that the Nominating Committee has placed Dennis Lindeke in nomination for the position of 2nd Vice President and Rick Ashling for WEF Delegate, ’08, LaMont Albers for the position of PWO Representative and Dan Lynch for the position of Treasurer.  It was noted that the nominees had been profiled in WISILLMINN.

Approved
Jim Roth called for nominations from the floor for the position of Treasurer three times.   Moved by John Leonhard, 2nd by LaMont Albers to close the nominations and instruct the Secretary to record a unanimous vote for the election of Dan Lynch to the position of Treasurer.  Approved

a. Dan Lynch announced that the SOP’s had been updated to match the amended governance documents, as approved at last year’s Annual Business Meeting and explained that the “template” State Section Policy and Procedures were developed as a guide for Sections when updating their documents.
