1. Call to Order by Gary B. Scott, Illinois Chair at 10:15 am

2. Minutes – Mrs. Baert noted that IWEA was misspelled.  Approval of the minutes of the May 20, 2009 Annual Section Meeting as amended by voice acclimation.
3. Treasurer’s Report – Mr. Scott in absence of Shelly Cumbow, Treasurer
Mr. Scott reported on the financial statement materials.  Approved the Financial Report as presented by voice acclimation.

4. Trustee’s Report – Sue Baert, CSWEA IL Section Trustee
· Mrs. Baert reported that CSX is upcoming July 16/17 at Wisconsin Dells.

· A reminder that in May 2010 a new Trustee must be appointed and they have to have been a Past Section Chair.

· WEF is discussing and implementing a program by which to better service Member Associations.  More info to come as it develops.

5. Committee Reports – Chairs -- Written reports available
· Public Education – Roger Gyger, Immediate Past Section Chair
· Mr. Gyger reported that the Section had purchased a display board which will always be in the hands of the Section Chair.  The materials at present are centered around Water is Life.  This display board should be utilized by each Seminar Committee for dissemination of CSWEA info at each seminar.  Eric Lecuyer also has a big display about CSWEA, and he should be contacted with seminar dates.  He may come as a CSWEA spokesman if his time allows.

· Mrs. Baert commented on World Water Monitoring Day September 18, 2009.  During Aug – Sep - 
Sample Kits are generally distributed to Schools/Environment Clubs.  She and Mrs. Dressel will 
check into status of kits.
· Membership – Eddie McCall
· Mr. McCall reported that he and Scott Trotter, Student Chapter Chair are coordinating efforts to hit the Student Chapters and Universities at U of I, IIT, and Northwestern as school begins.  Much discussion was had concerning Mr. Gyger’s suggestion that we offer all graduating seniors in Engineering associate membership.  While having merit, ultimately the cost of this proposal could be unreasonable as students must first gain employment, and will then have considerations for final location not always in our area, and their firm’s desires of spreading out or how many memberships to allow. 

· Mr. Scott reported that he is also working with Eddie on an e-mail blast letter campaign for membership recruitment of co-workers and known associates.  This may be out in early August.  

· Discussion about our Associate membership’s as part of Seminars at a 50% discount to seminar participants if not CSWEA members.  This practice should be continued for all seminars in Illinois.
