1.  Call to Order:  Tim Tack called the meeting to order at 4:17 pm.
2.  Minutes of the May 21, 2008 Annual Meeting:  Moved by LaMont Albers, 2nd by Dan Lynch to approve the minutes. Approved.
3.  2008 Annual Fiscal Report: Treasurer, Carol Strackbein presented the report, commenting that the EPA Workshops were not as well attended as anticipated, thus affecting planned income. The annual audit was done by the same auditor as the previous year and the only comments from him were positive. Moved by John Leonhard, 2nd by Jim Miller to approve the 2008 Fiscal Report. Approved.

4.  Recognition of WEF Representative: Adam Zabinski was introduced by Tim Tack. 
5. Annual Report from the President: Tim Tack thanked Dean Wiebenga and Deb Ness as co-chairs of the Annual Meeting for doing a great job. He commented that the Association was in great shape financially, per Treasurer, Carol Strackbein. He included in his remarks that during that past year the major focus of the Association had been looking to provide more participation opportunities for Operators as well as emphasis on the Student and Young Professional efforts with two Design teams being sent to WEFTECH. 
6. WEF Directors Reports: Dan Lynch and Scott Trotter referred the posted written report to the Executive Committee, noting that the Nominating Committee had nominated Matt Bond for the VP position and Chris Brown to become Treasurer. It was also noted that WEF will continue to help coordinate ways that will result in even better Associations’ working relations.
7. State Section Reports:

a. Wisconsin—Ken Sedmak reported that the Section’s financial status is a little better than the previous year which was good. The Collection Seminar will take place in Marshfield August 6th with a golf outing on the 5th. Jane Carlson commented that the state’s thermal limits may be less stringent than previously thought.
b. Minnesota—Patti Craddock thanked Doug Henrichsen for his work has Section Chair and welcomed Jason Benson as he takes on the position.
c. Illinois—Sue Baert reported that the Section increased the budget for Student activities to help pay for gas for their travel.
8. Committee Reports:


a. General Awards--Rusty Schroedel referred to his written report to the Executive Committee for the WEF Awards and Jim Miller referred to the Banquet Program for the four CSWEA Awards.


b. Technical Program--Beth Vogt thanked the speakers, moderators and Local Arrangement Committee for a very successful technical program.

c. Local Arrangements—Dean Wiebenga thanked the Local Arrangements Committee and estimated that approximately 380 people had attended the Conference.


d. Education Seminar—Jay Kemp reported that the 2010 event will be the 15th Annual Education Seminar which will be April 5-6 or 12-13 with the topic being “solids” There will be a Student presentation the day before and emphasis on YPs at the reception. Rachel Lee asked for feedback from YPs from this past Seminar and the response was overall, good.

e. Website--Eric Lecuyer commented that efforts are being made to improve the links to the Student Chapter pages and looking for the best way to follow the activities of Engineers without Borders. He also encourages use of the Job Postings page, both, those seeking jobs and those with jobs available. Eric commented that he is trying to be judicious with eblasts so that these important communications do not end up in spam folders.

f. Public Education-- there was no report.


g. Central States Water magazine--Eric Lecuyer reported that this second form of communication is very well supported by advertisers. He plans to renew the contract with the publisher and that the content is driven by the Association. Eric requested that any content be forwarded to him. The next issue deadline is June 9 and will feature the follow up on the Annual Meeting. It will include plant profiles. The fall issue will include a buyer’s guide.

h. Students Committee—Beth Vogt thanked Dan Busch for his continued support. She recognized the challenge of Student Papers and that the committee is looking for ideas to increase both graduate and undergraduate submissions.


i. Young Professionals—Rich Hussey reported that as a whole, the dedication to the YP activities is apparent and thanked Rachel Lee and the efforts of the general membership to bring in more Students and Young Professionals.


j. General Membership—Ed McCall reported that the number of Association members remains static at approximately 1175 and that WEF is doing a good job at marketing the Federation.

k. MARC Committee – there was no report.


l. Midwest Water Industry Expo—Jay Kemp stated that the event will continue through 2011 during the second week in February at the Kalahari. The charter group has been working on this event for five years and they would like to see new people on the committee. The committee is looking for ways to tie it in with other activities and to offer CEUs.


m. Resolutions (Necrology)--A moment of silence was observed for members that had passed away: Tom Vik, Burd Heikes, Dave Frey and Willis Stubee.  
9.  Nominations Committee Report and Election: Tim Tack announced the nominations for three positions: 2nd Vice President –Beth Vogt from IL; PWO Representative – Charlie LaRocco from IL; Treasurer – Carol Strackbein from WI. Moved by Rusty Schroedel, 2nd by Sam Claassen to approve the nomination of Beth Vogt for 2nd Vice President. Approved.  Moved by LaMont Albers, 2nd by Jim Miller to approve the nomination of Charlie LaRocco for PWO. Approved.  Moved by John Leonard, 2nd by LaMont Albers to approve the nomination of Carol Strackbein for Treasurer. Approved.  Nominations were requested from the floor three times for each position, then closed and a unanimous ballot was cast for each nominee.
10. Old Business:
a. CSWEA-CSX ’08—Tim Tack reported that although he couldn’t attend the last event, he encouraged participation in future exchanges as they provide a roadmap for Association goals. He highlighted some results from the last CSX goal to be more inclusive of operators such as including operator associations at the Annual Meeting and the ABC Certification program and to include more training for all levels of operators. The initiative to include the humanitarian component in the Design Competition was also a result of the last CSX. Tim extended the invitation to attend the next CSX at the Kalahari this July 16-17.
b. Committee Roster (VIP List) – Eric Lecuyer asked that all new rosters be updated with contact information as soon as possible and he will get them posted.

11. New Business:  Water for People Super Bowl Adventure Fundraiser—Tim reminded all that CSWEA’s charity of choice is Water for People and that the Association will again sell raffle tickets for the 2010 Super Bowl. The package includes airfare for two, game tickets, 4 nights lodging and rental car. The drawing will take place late December unless all of the tickets are sold out earlier.
