a. Government Affairs— Open. No activity.
b. Collection Systems – Timothy Keegan.  No report.
c. Industrial Wastes— Clay Watson.  The Industrial Committee has met and elected Sun Opta Ingredients the Minnesota Industrial Achievement Award.  The committee is currently looking at 2009/2010 and will be meeting and discussing industrial issues and selecting a candidate.  Current member list is 8 people and always looks to add to the committee.  
d. Membership— Open.  No activity.
e. Safety— Sean Hancock. No report.
f. Operations— Les Lange.  The MN Section/MWOA Innovative Operations Committee planned for and held the 26th Annual Innovative Approaches to Wastewater Operational Problems seminar on February 24, 2009 at the Holiday Inn in St. Cloud, MN.  The intro talk by Paige Novak highlighted the latest on environmental estrogens.  The keynote speaker was Will Steger.  His talk was entitled “Eyewitness to Global Warming” and was Steger’s vivid account of the changes that he’s witnessed firsthand, caused by global warming pollutants, in the Arctic regions over four decades of polar exploration.  There was a General Session on “Going Green” new technology.  The break out sessions were Biosolids, Inside the Fence, New Methods for Nutrient Control, and Energy.  The Vermillion Water Resource Students and the St. Cloud Technical College Students reported on their current projects.  The conference concluded with the traditional Quickies and door prizes.  It was indicated the Kim Reynolds will be the chair for the planning committee of this event next year.
g. Public Education— Patti Craddock.  Stockholm Junior Water Prize has an immediate need for the chair of this committee.  This year, the MN Section acknowledged 3 students for the 2008 SJWP as listed below.  The winner, Megan Miller will represent Minnesota at the WEF SJWP competition this June in Anchorage.  MN Section will support the travel to the competition.  Cash prizes and certificates were awarded to 3 winners.  MN Section thanks the paper review judges:  John Glatzmaier (also fair judge), Bill Arnold, and Timothy LaPara and the science fair judges.  Chris Harrington, Jason Peterson, Mike Mowbray, Bob Stark, and Joshua Gad.

Children’s Water Festival (CWF).  MN Section participated in the September 2008 event – our 11th year!  The festival provides an opportunity for over 1,000 children to learn about water related issues.  Six classrooms attended the CSWEA’s session on Flush! The Wastewater Story.  MN Section also sponsored the event by providing WEF’s Water Sourcebook in CD format and the World Wide Monitoring Day CD to each of the 45 classroom teachers. Water is Life and Infrastructure Makes it Happen (WIL).  MN Section’s committee has life!  Eden Prairie employee, Andrew Sullivan, moved his infrastructure interest into action by calling on Twin Cities Public Television (TPT) and generated the idea of a Minnesota-based perspective on the documentary “Liquid Assets”, produced by Penn State University Public Broadcasting with support from WEF and other organizations.  A committee has been formed and CSWEA was the first partner on this initiative.  In addition, Alva Rankin will be looking at other aspects of WIL and the public education elements that can be fostered in Minnesota.

Minnesota had two Design Competition teams this year:  UofM’s Capstone Course Team’s project was on the North Metro Water Reclamation Plant.  The Uof M’s Engineer’s Without Borders (EWB) chapter presented their project on a Water Supply for Hope Integrated Academy, Mulobure, Uganda.  The latter team will be presenting their project at WEEFTEC in the Humanitarian project category.  MN Section supported the travel and lodging to Madison for the competition and supported the EWB team to present at the Annual Meeting in IL this year.
i. Biosolids— John Graupman.  This committee is just getting reactivated.  Anticipate working with MWOA.  More to come.
j. Laboratory— Patti Mettler.  The MWOA/CSWEA laboratory committee will be sponsoring a training session to be held on June 17-18, 2009.  It will be held at the community center in St. Peter, MN.  The general topics will include MDH accreditation program update, microbiology QC rule requirements for the lab, method review and implementing QC requirements.  The committee will also be donating $1,000 towards MWOA scholarships.
