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Trustee’s Report- Tom Sigmund

Statement of CSWEA Financial Position
D. Henrichsen reviewed the CSWEA fiscal reports that were generated for the previous year (May 1, 2010 through May 1, 2011) and have compared our current financial condition to the prior year’s position.  In general, the CSWEA current Statement of Financial Position shows that as of May 1, 2011, the organization has a Total Equity of $253,645.30.  Comparing this value to the total equity of $180,982.06 from this same time for the previous year, or May 1, 2010, a positive change of $72,663.24, or an increase of 40.2%, has occurred.
2010 FY Audited Financial Statement
CSWEA had an audit conducted of the 2010 fiscal year and the auditor reported the financials were in conformance with generally accepted accounting principles with no notes or exceptions.
WEF Director’s Report
The House of Delegates (HOD) five work groups for 2010/11are continuing their work from last year and since WEFTEC 2010, all have been having conference call meetings.  Those working groups include:
· Operations Outreach—this group has been active and has developed two surveys that were sent out to all MAs.  CSWEA responded to both surveys; one to attempt to align our MA/Section committees with WEF committees (response early in the year) and one to identify the training that our MA/Sections provide/support for operators (response in April).

Sources of income

The greatest source of income was generated from the 2010 Conference of the Environment (COE). After profit share with Air & Waste Management the COE profit of $3,388.32.  The 2011 Innovative conference resulted in a profit of $768.04.  The other source of general income was section member dues rebate from Central States at $1,650.00. 

Expenditures

The 2010 and 2011 COE created the most section financial activity during the period. Other large expenditures included a $5,000 donation for MN Blueprint-Liquid Assets. Committee expenses for the period include $3438.53 for Operation Challenge Team sponsorship and $1339.90 for WEF legislative fly-in sponsorship.

Stockholm Junior Water Prize

The MN Section participated in judging of science fairs and the SJWP papers submitted.  For 2011, MN Section acknowledged three SJWP award winners as listed below. 

State Champion (Winner of $100):    Rebecca Southern and Cara Kowalchyk from the Blake School, Minneapolis, MN.  Their project is titled “Investigating Use of Pseudomonas Putida FU1 to Clean up Toxic Furan Agricultural Byproducts in Soil to Prevent Runoff into Water Supplies.”

 1st Runner Up (Winner of $50):     Karin Sather, a senior from Champlin Park High School in Champlin, MN.  Her project is titled “Effects of Urban Trees on Water Quality: A Comparison of Different Tree Species as Sources of Nutrients to Urban Water Bodies.”

2nd Runner Up (Winner of $25):  Rahul Mukherjee, a junior from John Marshall High School in Rochester, MN.  Rahul’s project is titled “Macroalgae as an Alternative Source of Biodiesel:  From Balancing the Aquatic Ecosystem of the Great Lakes to the Industrial Utilization of Native Algae.”

Cash prizes, certificates, and letters of recognition will be awarded to each of the three winners.  Rebecca Southern and her teacher Marcia Richter will represent MN in the national Stockholm Junior Water Prize competition in Chicago, Il, June 23-26.

Travel expenses for Student and Chaperone to travel to and from Chicago for the National Competition.  Travel for the winner and her teacher are being arranged through the Water Environment Federation’s travel agency.  The MN section of CSWEA needs to obtain input from CSWEA on how funding will be split with the Sections.

Childrens Water Festival (CWF)

CSWEA MN Section participated in the September 2010 event – our 13th year! The festival provides an opportunity for over 1,000 children to learn about water related issues. Six classrooms attended the CSWEA’s session on Flush! The Wastewater Story, led by Patti Craddock. MN Section also sponsored another station for WWMD and monitoring kits for all teachers attending – see section below. http://metrocwf.org/ for more information. CSWEA will sponsor the same stations for 2011.

World Water Monitoring Day (WWMD)

Li Zhang (CDM), Dustin Mass (SEH), and Dave Johnson (SEH) presented World Water Monitoring Day (WWMD) station at the 2010 Children’s Water Festival (CWF, http://www.co.carver.mn.us/departments/lws/env-svc/cwf/). The station taught fifth-grade students to perform water quality monitoring tests on Mississippi River, Minnesota River, and St. Croix River water samples and discussed the importance of protecting our water resources. This year, the WWMD committee will continue to participate in the CWF and plan to purchase 55 water monitoring kits in 2011 ($850). The majority of the monitoring kits will be used at the CWF and distributed to all the teachers attending the festival with encouragement to use and report their monitoring activities.

Blueprint Minnesota: Liquid Assets is moving along.  Key milestones reached include:

· Financial funding to date totals $47,000! Thanks to all the sponsors, many of whom come from organizations with CSWEA members.

· CSWEA-MN is the lead partner and contracting agent with TPT. CSWEA is providing a website for online sponsorship payment. 

· Wastewater, drinking water, and stormwater committees have developed stories and provided information to TPT. Members representing CSWEA include: Patti Craddock, Ted Field, and Alva Rankin. 

· Filming will occur in May and June; offline editing through July; review in August, with rollout in Sep/Oct. Mass DVD distribution once aired on TPT.

· Target for completion is Dec 2011.

Student and Young Professionals (S&YP) Committee

The S&YP Committee will be holding events quarterly to keep people involved and encourage new membership.  The first event was a Tech Tour of the Brooklyn Park Water Treatment Facility on March 3, 2011.  Tour participants got to see and learn about the nearly completed $20+million expansion.  The expansion included new inclined plate settlers and new filters.  A total of 11 young professionals attended the tour.  An informal social followed the Tech tour.
The next event hosted by the S&YP Committee will be social event to a St. Paul Saints baseball game in late June.  Our newest committee member, Pete Daniels, has talked with the Minnesota chapter of AWWA to have them join us for this event.  More information will come after the CSWEA annual meeting in May.

The S&YP Committee has been busy preparing for the Casino Night social event for the CSWEA annual meeting.  Susan Danzl, Pete Daniels, Dave Johnson, Dustin Maas and Rachel Radloff have been collecting prizes for the Texas Hold 'Em competition and drawings.  Dustin Maas, CSWEA Students Committee Chair, has been organizing the Student Paper Competition.  Susan Danzl is also planning the 5K Walk/Run.

Biosolids Committee
There is low membership interest in this committee. The chair has reached out to the WI and IL Biosolids committee chairs for ideas and collaboration with limited success.

Collection System Committee
The Collection committee held a workshop on October 27th, 2010 at the City of Owatonna Wastewater Treatment Plant. About a dozen operators attended. Presentations included FOG, Wet Weather, Stormwater in Duluth, Field Sampling, PACP & MACP, Asset Management, and a report about the flooding Owatonna had recently experienced.

We are currently planning to have a collection committee meeting during the MWOA annual in July to set priorities for the coming years, and schedule a fall training session.
Membership Committee
The membership committees for CSWEA and MWOA met jointly on November 19, 2010 at the SEH-St. Cloud office to discuss goals and ideas to boost membership in CSWEA, WEF as well as MWOA.  The WEF Board of Trustees recently approved a modification to the Membership Committee mission to focus on programs and services that add value to WEF membership.
Activities in 2011 include:

CSWEA exhibit booth at Innovative Solutions to Wastewater Problems Conference (February 15, 2011, St Cloud, MN), MPCA Annual Conference (March 24, 2011, Brooklyn Park, MN) and upcoming CSWEA Annual Conference (May 17, 2011, Brooklyn Park MN).

Brian Mehr and Tracy Ekola presentation to St Cloud Technical College regarding membership in CSWEA (April 27, 2011, St Cloud MN).  The presentation includes an overview of WEF, CSWEA, and CSWEA-MN Section activities and benefits of membership.  The purpose of the presentation and discussion following was to provide information and solicit ideas on how to engage students and young professionals entering the work force to participate and join CSWEA.  Similar presentations are being scheduled for University of MN and Mankato State University.    Consideration for additional presentations may be considered for University of MN – Duluth, NDSU, SDSU, and biology program at St. Cloud State University.  

Ongoing discussion regarding whether a brochure/mailing/email to municipal WWTF engineering and operations staff (not currently registered as CSWEA members) to provide membership would be worthwhile.
Government Affairs Committee
Pete Moulton from the City of St. Peter represented our section at the Legislative Fly-In in Washington DC on April 3-5, 2011.  The Minnesota contingent (AWWA and WEF) also included Dave Wagner from Saint Paul Water, and Bob Cockriel from the Bloomington Utilities. The group first met with both Senate offices where they found the Senators very supportive of their initiatives. Then they focused on meeting with the delegates from the House of Representatives where they conducted meetings with six of the eight elected officials.  Members Ellison and Carvaack had full schedules and could not find time to meet with them. The meetings were very interesting and Pete felt that Minnesota was very well represented when these issues were addressed before Congress.   

The issues as coordinated through the WEF and AWWA included:

A. Water Infrastructure Finance and Innovation Authority (WIFIA) 
· WEF and AWWA have long been sounding the concern about the need for greater investment in water and wastewater infrastructure.

· A reliable drinking water supply and wastewater treatment systems are necessary for a community's economic development, public health, public safety and environmental health.

· A loan-based, innovative credit program could significantly meet these infrastructure finance needs with minimal impact on the federal budget.

· Similar structure to TIFIA, the successful transportation program.

· WIFIA would take a two-pronged approach: direct loans for large projects, which the state SRF programs are unable to do; and help for small to medium-sized systems by helping states leverage their SRF capitalization funds.

B. Chemical Facility Security
· Water utilities have already performed vulnerability assessments, updated emergency response plans, developed security standards, developed decision methodologies for choosing disinfectants, and performed other security measures under existing laws.

· A water or wastewater utility is a public safety and public health service, and is generally an instrument or agency of local government.

· Congress therefore exempted water utilities from the chemical facility law of 2006.

· Legislation is under development that would include water utilities in chemical facility security regulation even though certain provisions would be inappropriate for such facilities. 

· A particular concern is efforts to allow state officials to second-guess decisions by local officials on which chemicals to use in treating local waters.

· Choice of disinfectants and other chemicals reflects characteristics of local waters and infrastructure to ensure public safety and health is protected.

C. Federal Government Must Remain a Reliable Partner in Meeting the Nation's Clean and Drinking Water Needs
· We must maintain and improve our infrastructure to ensure the continuing health, economic and social benefits that clean and safe water provide.

· Infrastructure problems associated with aging pipes, outdated treatment systems, and inadequate capacity to meet growing population demands are requiring many communities to make huge investments in upgrades to their water and wastewater infrastructure systems.

· Estimated gap for wastewater infrastructure of about $150 billion to $400 billion and $335 billion for water over the next 20 years.

D. Improving Clean Water Requirements
· Discussed why it is important for Congress to support improving Clean Water Act requirements. 

· Localities are facing increasing environmental requirements while their local economies are suffering.

· To assure that environmental progress continues, we must consider smarter and better ways to allow communities to flexibly tackle the highest environmental priorities while factoring in adequate timing, reasonable costs and local affordability.

E. Legislating Standards
· Bills have been introduced in the Senate (S.78 and S.79) to force the EPA to issue drinking water regulations for perchlorate and hexavalent chromium. We are opposed to these bills.

· The Safe Drinking Water Act was amended in 1996 to provide a scientific, methodical and largely transparent process for choosing which substances to regulate in drinking water.

· Consumer water fees must go to protect them against genuine threats to public health, and to maintain water infrastructure so that there is a steady supply of water for drinking and a reliable system in place to clean wastewater.
· The 1996 Amendments were designed to prevent a regulation of the "chemical of the month" and should be allowed to take their course.

F. Farm Bill (2012)

· Talked about water conservation methods and the need to have a "watershed" approach to clean water. Discussed the idea that wastewater utilities cannot carry the burden of required improvements for the entire watershed and that all contributors must share the cost of the needed corrections. 

· Asked that they keep utility operations in mind when deciding future regulations and that a "scientific" approach be used to determine impacts.  
Operations Committee
The 2011 Innovative Approaches to WW Operational Problems was held at the Holiday Inn in St Cloud on February 15, 2011. It was the 28th year for this conference.

The price of admission for the full day conference remained at $60.00 in advance/ $70.00 at the door and $20.00 for Students.  It included lunch and continuing education hours.

The Keynote address was from Dr. Arthur Harkins, Associate Professor at the University of Minnesota. He is a futurist and spoke about Organizational leadership, policy and development.  We also had a General Session Speaker Dr. Roger Ruan another professor at the U of M. His topic was “Mass Culture of Algae from WW for Energy Production & WW Treatment.” 

Three breakout sessions titled, Operations Processes, Regulatory and Collection Systems and Flooding” were also a part of the program. Although the Operations Quickies are popular, we did not receive enough offers for presenters.  They were replaced by presentations given by Bob Zimmerman from the City of Moorhead who spoke about Flood Preparedness. We also had a preview of the film “Liquid Assets”. 

A brief financial recap of the 2011 Innovative conference:

The conference had 172 participants and three corporate sponsors. There was a total of $10,062.86 of income from the conference, $8,526.79 in total expenses which left a balance of $1,536.07 in total proceeds.  The 50/50 split with MWOA was approved and a $768.04 check was cut and sent to MWOA on 4/22/11.

· Current cost to attend the seminar at $195 for full registration did not have any negative impact on registrations (in effect for 2 years now)

· Switching to CDs instead of printed proceedings reduced costs, and generally did not cause disappointment among attendees.

The seminar will focus on Nutrients, based on the topic rotation we have been working with for several years, which is very timely given regulatory status of states in CSWEA. Our use of e-blasts has mainly been related to section events, promoting of the Education Seminar and the 84th Annual Meeting. We have a very high percentage of CSWEA member’s email addresses, over 1,100 now so this is a powerful tool.  It is important not to overuse e-blasts and have a large number of members un-subscribe.  In addition, we have a fairly large email list for potential exhibitors, sponsors and supporters and use the tool extensively to market our events to them, with varying success.

The survey tool has been used on occasion to determine our member’s preference for items such as the location of the 2013 Annual meeting. I encourage use of this tool, but keep in mind that short surveys that are of interest to our members will elicit more responses than overly complicated surveys with many pages and questions, or more than a few options.  These are very difficult to construct and result in few responses.

I have made a consistent effort of requesting update for section events, committee roster changes etc to keep the website more up to date.

NUTRIENT CRITERIA  Updated for May 2011
By Jane M. Carlson, P.E./Strand Associate, Inc.

Phosphorus rule revisions in NR 102 and NR 217 became effective December 1, 2010. However, as part of its proposed biennial budget, the Governor’s office has proposed a two-year delay in the effective date of the rules. The legislature should decide on this in June. A two-year delay will require USEPA approval. If a two-year delay is approved, the WDNR will hopefully use that time to develop its guidance documents on water quality trading, the watershed adaptive management option, lagoon variances, and related topics.
The Governor’s biennial budget also proposed to delay the municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4) requirement for 40% TSS reduction (currently required by 2013 in most cases).
The WDNR provided an update on May 3, 2011 on nitrogen criteria development. They have started monitoring about 15 to 20 streams that have high nitrogen concentrations and relatively low phosphorus concentrations.  The field work will take more than a year and data analysis may take the remainder of 2012.  If there are useable results, they will consider moving ahead with rule development that could take one to two years.

The June 1, 2010 Federal Register indicated that EPA undertook a series of public listening sessions to seek stakeholder input to help the Agency determine whether and how to modify the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) regulations as they apply to municipal sanitary sewer collection systems and sanitary sewer overflows (SSOs).  WEF members, including Member Associations, participated in these listening sessions.

During a May 11, 2011, presentation to NACWA’s National Environmental Policy Forum, Jim Hanlon, Director of EPA’s Office of Wastewater Management, indicated that a vast majority of the participants in the listening sessions did encourage EPA to proceed with an update to the NPDES regulations with respect to SSOs.  However, due to unforeseen staff and budget constraints, this effort was not undertaken by EPA immediately following the listening sessions.  Mr. Hanlon announced that EPA will hold a facilitated SSO workshop on July 14-15 in Washington, DC to discuss current stakeholder views and, hopefully, craft a way forward for EPA on SSOs.  Key WEF members will be participating in this workshop.

The committee will undergo several changes, notably the resignation of Madison MSD’s Dave Taylor, who will be replaced by Madison MSD’s Mike Northouse, and the retirement of UW-Madison Soil Science Professor Dick Wolkowski.  The latter will be a challenge to replace as Dick and his staff at UW helped greatly with brochure development, handling registrations, and many of the on-site logistics of putting on the seminar.
