Executive Director’s Report:
a. The Banking Resolutions and Bank Signature Cards now list Beth Vogt, Randy Wirtz, Doug Henrichsen and Eric Lecuyer to approve the association’s check payments.

Collection System – Randy Belanger, Chair

The purpose of this memo is to provide an update to the Wisconsin Section Board related to the activities of the Collection System Committee for the summer of 2011.

The 24th Annual “Classic” Collection System Seminar was held in Watertown on June 9, 2011.  A copy of the financial report is attached.  The seminar was attended by 243 registrants (Vendors & Attendees), and showed a profit of $1,066.63.  The profit was split evenly between CSWEA & WWOA.  The net profit was down slightly from previous years due to an increase in food costs.  An estimated profit of $325 was included in the current budget.

The 4th Annual “Northwoods” Collection System Seminar was held in Marshfield on July 28th, 2011.  Due to a bankruptcy filing by The Clearwater Hotel & Conference Center, the seminar was relocated at the last minute to the Marshfield Eagles Club.  The financial report will be completed after all revenue and expenses have been calculated.  The seminar was attended by 112 registrants (Down approximately 15% from last year.).  It is anticipated that the seminar will show a profit of approximately $1,300.00 which will be split evenly between CSWEA & WWOA.  An estimated profit of $325 was included in the current budget.

The committee continues to bring current and interesting collection system topics and speakers to each seminar.  To help facilitate the development of these topics, the committee is seeking to identity active collection system operators to serve on the committee.

NUTRIENT CRITERIA  Updated for August 2011

By Jane M. Carlson, P.E./Strand Associate, Inc.

Phosphorus rule revisions in NR 102 and NR 217 became effective December 1, 2010. As part of its proposed biennial budget, the Governor’s office proposed a two-year delay in the effective date of the new rules. The legislature contacted the USEPA about the “approvability” of such a delay and ultimately decided to remove the delay from the biennial budget. The biennial budget does, however, require the WDNR to perform a cost analysis of the new rules, and the WDNR has started that effort. Meanwhile, the WDNR has developed internal draft guidance for implementing the new rules into WPDES permits, has conducted staff training, and intends to begin reissuing permits soon. Some permits have already been reissued where the WDNR determined a more stringent phosphorus effluent limit is not required because of relatively high stream flow and low upstream phosphorus concentrations; these permittees will generally keep their existing technology-based limit of 1 mg/L. The WDNR intends to allow long compliance schedules for lower phosphorus limits - up to nine years if tertiary treatment is required. The USEPA sent WDNR a July 2011 letter questioning certain aspects of the WDNR’s compliance schedules for various effluent limits. Hopefully this will not affect phosphorus compliance schedules.

The Governor’s biennial budget also removed the municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4) requirement for 40% TSS reduction. The rules formerly required a 20% TSS reduction by 2008 and 40% TSS reduction by 2013 in most cases. There is a chance that a total maximum daily load (TMDL) could still require higher levels of TSS reduction (beyond the required 20% reduction) for a particular MS4.

CMOM – Wet Weather Issues

· The proposed WDNR SSO rule has been updated and distributed on March 10th, 2011.   A rule development information meeting was hosted by the DNR on December 9, 2010.  Comments were incorporated into the rule from this meeting as well from this committee.   
· DNR is working on the "Economic Impact Analysis" that is required under new state legislation on rule-making.  There does not seem to be any real good guidance on what this should be, other than what is stated in the statute itself (Act 21).  Duane has  contacted ACEC and Joan has contacted WEF to assist in providing information on costs associated with the preparation of a CMOM program and looking at that as the primary cost factor in the rule (implementation aside, of course).  

· The Government Affairs committee has commented positively regarding this rule and requests other organizations to provide their comments and support for this rule.  Comments can be sent directly to WDNR administration or to Duane Schuettpelz at duane.schuettpelz@wisconsin.gov.  

· As part of the rule, all communities will be required to have a documented CMOM Program.  .

· EPA held a meeting with stakeholders in July 14th 15th, 2011.  

· SSOs - The consensus was that zero SSOs is going to be difficult to accomplish for some communities due to wet weather events, however SSOs related to maintenance, rehabilitation will not be acceptable 

· Blending maybe allowed under certain circumstances 

· High Rate Treatment was discussed – environmentalists did not know about the details of this and were somewhat supportive after the meeting.

Recreational Criteria

USEPA Office of Science and Technology is updating recommended Recreational Water Quality Criteria. Research was completed December 2010.  A stakeholders meeting was held in New Orleans June 14.  Draft recommendations are scheduled to be published for comment late 2011 or early 2012, with final criteria publication October 2012.  

Sanitary Sewer Overflows / Peak Wet Weather Flows Permitting Workshop

Summary by the WEF Collections Systems Committee (Rob Villee/Plainfield Area Regional Sewerage Authority)  – Chair)

On July 14th and 15th, the USEPA held a workshop in Washington DC to discuss SSOs, CMOM and Peak Wet Weather Flows, with a select group of 15 stakeholders which included participants from WEF, NACWA, State Regulators, Environmental Groups and the League of Cities.   
· There was consistent agreement amongst all groups that EPA needs to move forward with rule making process to establish greater certainty related to managing wet weather flows and investing in costly infrastructure improvements.   All were in agreement a National Policy is needed

· NACWA & WEF represented the industry well, communicated progress that has been made in the last 15 years in the absence of clear regulatory policy, and articulated the reasons for positions on specific key issues (i.e. – SSO prohibition is not achievable or realistic for permit compliance, CMOM as a permit shield/affirmative defense, the need for PEFTFS in collection system and at plant).   The concept of a "holistic" approach to this problem that includes both the collection system and the plant as well as O&M, capacity enhancement and I&I removal

· Both the State Regulators and the Utilities wanted to make sure that any rulemaking not impact currently operating systems or regulations

· One of the environmental groups  kept pushing for base flow reductions, through GI or low discharge buildings.  (these were viewed as good for new projects, but looked at as longer term solutions for existing systems)

· One recurring theme with the environmental groups was  the fate of pathogens in the water bodies and the impact on downstream activities

·  There was also an agreement that systems are aging and there isn't money  to replace them, so we have to look at other technologies and strategies to protect water quality.  There was also a discussion  regarding the how much I/I could be removed, and the cost of doing so

TOPIC 1 – What types of reporting, recordkeeping, and public notification should be required for SSOs?  -  there was a distinction drawn between the 3 categories and generally agreed upon by all at the table  -Note:   the agreement that "zero SSOs" was not realistic was agreed upon

· all SSO's should be subject to recordkeeping at the utility level and these records should be available to determine if O&M performance goals are being met  

· Reporting - SSO's of a certain quantity, or impacting water bodies should be reported to the regulatory agency

· Public Notification - this was the area of the least agreement , but the general consensus was that only SSO's that are significant in volume, or impact public buildings or areas  should require Public Notification.  Whether it was up to the utility or other Public Health Agency to do that notification was not agreed upon

Topic 2 - What types of requirements should be developed for capacity, management, operations, and maintenance?    It was agreed  that some sort of  asset management program based on CMOM or  the WEF/NACWA Core Attributes was  essential and also provided some insurance against enforcement actions from SSOs.   It was also recognized that one size doesn't fit all and that effective plans could be done at a simpler level for smaller utilities

Topic 3 – Should EPA require permit coverage for municipal satellite collection systems? – Yes – but  regulators were concerned about the reporting requirements, especially during budget cuts.  

TOPIC 4 – How should permits address SSOs caused by extreme circumstances or the use of “peak excess flow treatment facilities”? --  this was really a 2 part question -

· Part 1 dealt with "SSOs caused by extreme circumstances" -- defining  what an "extreme circumstance" was, or whether "beyond the control of the utility" was the proper term, was a highly debated topic.   Everyone one seemed to agree that large natural events,  (hurricane , flood, earthquake, etc.) met that definition.  The disagreement came from lesser events and the question of what are we designing for (design storm) and  whether physical,  electrical and mechanical failures, vandalism, and  blockages caused by unexpected things were defensible.  Also discussed was the role that a CMOM  type program plays in protecting the utility.  

· Part 2 dealt with the use of “peak excess flow treatment facilities in the collection system"  --    This topic received the least support, and  the EPA acknowledged that there are only 20 permitted facilities in the US.     The environmentalists and the state regulators were totally against this and the utilities said that in certain cases this was necessary as part of a holistic approach.

Topic 5 - PEAK WET WEATHER FLOWS - Treatment at the POTW  AKA: "Blending  The different terms used by the different groups for blending:  : for the regulators it was blending; for the EPA it was side stream treatment processes (SSTP); and for the utilities it was parallel treatment.  While this initially seemed to be just a semantics issue, it later proved to be the catalyst for some agreement as different definitions arose for blending versus the other two terms.    Blending, which is taking primary treated effluent, and recombining it with secondary treated effluent, is a dirty word to the environmental groups and not a favorite of the state regulators, in spite of the fact that it protects the water bodies and in some cases POTWs using blending actually make the permit during these peak events.      The big difference is the availability of "High Rate Treatment" (HRT) processes which use physical/chemical treatment of the peak wet weather flows to achieve  near secondary level treatment.     The EPA helped frame this concept by stating that these are being successfully used and that physical/chemical treatment was acceptable. They also suggested a 2-tiered system, with POTWs utilizing blending having to complete the Utility Analysis ( No Feasible Alternative) every five years, and POTWs utilizing HRT having to complete a short form version, but without the threat of having it removed from their permit.     The environmental groups, once they understood the differences,  seemed to come on board with the idea.   There is still the need to educate them on HRTs regarding pathogens.

Industrial Waste – Brian Molenaar, Chair

No report received.

Operations Committee – Troy Larson, Chair

Troy Larson contacted Jeff Mayou who is the current PWO.  Jeff confirmed that the teams were in place for the WEF operations competition, he believed that preparations were ahead of schedule.  Jeff assured me that the team members were selected within acceptable protocol with award winners being offered opportunities to participate on the team.  Jeff did not request any further assistance from the Operations Committee, he may copy the chair on certain e-mail correspondences to help keep everyone informed.
Management Seminar – Ken Sedmak, Chair

Watershed Management – Julie McMullin, Chair

A meeting of the Wisconsin Section Watershed Management Committee was held at 12:00 PM on August 1, 2011 via conference call.  Participating in the meeting were: Julie McMullin, Troy Deibert, Hans Holmberg, John Kennedy, Brandon Koltz, Mark Mittag, and Rick Reichardt. 

These minutes summarize what was discussed during the meeting.

A. Committee Activities

A. Summary of CSWEA Conference

Brandon Koltz provided a summary of the CSWEA conference that was held in May in Minnesota. He said that the conference included much discussion of nutrients, particularly with regards to processing and regulation, but not much specific to watersheds.

B. Committee Goals for 2011

The Watershed Committee Annual Plan was updated in May. So far, the committee is on track to meet these goals, which included holding another webinar and sending a representative from the committee to the Central States Exchange (CSX) meeting in July. (Member Jane Carlson attended the CSX meeting.)

C. 2011 Webinar Planning
The committee is planning a webinar for 2011 for early November to coincide with the 2011 CSWEA-Wisconsin section Annual Meeting. Just like last year, there will be both remote and on-site viewing locations of the webinar. Julie McMullin, Mark Mittag, and Brandon Koltz volunteered to assist with the webinar planning; John Kennedy agreed to act as a reviewer of proposed topics and speakers. The on-site location of this webinar will be at Cabelas in Richfield again, but the exact date is yet to be determined. The likely topic of the webinar will be Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs), with a discussion of the status of Wisconsin regulations and projects, the TMDL process, and impacts of TMDLs. Additional topics, such as water quality sampling, may also be considered.

B. Wisconsin Watershed Activities

A. NE Wisconsin Watershed Activities

The Lower Fox River TMDL is currently on hold until the draft permitting guidance document is released from the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR). In addition, the final trading report has been submitted to the Natural Resources Board and will be discussed at the next board meeting.

B. Madison/Rock River Watershed Activities

WDNR staff is almost done developing responses to the Rock River Basin TMDL public comments. The responses will be reviewed by WDNR administration and then sent with the final TMDL report to USEPA for approval. They expect USEPA to review and approve the final TMDL within a month of receipt since USEPA has already verbally approved many of the unique or potentially contentious aspects of the TMDLs.  The main difference between the final report compared to the draft report is MS4 areas were corrected and load and wasteload allocations changed accordingly.
C. SE Wisconsin Watershed Activities

The Gathering Waters Festival that was held in Milwaukee on Saturday, June 11, 2011 was successful. In addition, there will be a Milwaukee Water Council Summit on September 19-20, 2011 that will include some presentations on watershed issues. This Summit will be held instead of the annual Clean Rivers, Clean Lakes conference; however, the Clean Rivers, Clean Lakes conference is scheduled to return again next year, most likely during the month of May.

Currently, SEWRPC is working on a draft watershed-based permitting process. Also, projects to remove contaminated sediment are occurring for the Sheboygan River, Lincoln Creek, and the Milwaukee River. 

D. Other Watershed Activities
Draft comments of the Red Cedar River TMDL are due to the WDNR by August 19th, 2011.

E. Regulatory Issues
WDNR surface water discharge permits were on hold, pending developing guidance for implementing phosphorus (P) water quality standards.  In general, the WDNR is looking at longer-term compliance schedules, beyond what has been typically used, to implement P standards. 

F. Other Topics of Interest

No other topics of interest were discussed.

C. Next Meeting Day and Time

The Watershed committee meeting will be holding regular quarterly meetings from now on. These meetings will occur on the first Monday of the month, at noon, during the months of August, November, February, and May. Therefore the next meeting will be:
