üCropland Standards

¸ Reduce sheet, rill and wind erosion

¸ Plan and implement nutrient management



Original Standards & Prohibitions

üManure Storage Facility Standards

¸ Build new facilities to standards

¸ Close abandoned facilities

¸ Abandon or upgrade failing facilities

¸ Divert clean water in the WQMA



Original Standards & Prohibitions

üManure Management Prohibitions

¸ No manure storage facility overflows

¸ No unconfined manure piles in the WQMA

¸ No direct runoff from feedlot or stored manure 

¸ No unlimited livestock access to state waters



Important Implementation Concepts

üCost-share offer required for existing

cropland practices or livestock facilities

üCompliance maintenance requirement

¸ Perpetual requirement; Goes with the land

üLocal livestock ordinances affected

üProtects bank integrity, reduces deposition

üSetback: 5 - 20 feet from surface water

üRequirements

¸ No tillage 

¸ Adequately vegetated

Milk house waste Feed storage leachate

üProhibits significant discharge to state waters

üMain concern: milk house waste; feed leachate

üFactors to consider:

¸ Evidence of discharge

¸ Volume

¸ Location & conveyance



Phosphorus Index Standard



Phosphorus Index Standard

üApplies to crops, pasture, winter grazing areas

üLimits phosphorus delivery using the PI. Also 
prohibits direct mechanical application of 
nutrient and manure

üPI must be:
¸ Calculated using Wis. Phosphorus Index  

¸ 6 or less averaged over accounting period

¸ 12 or less in any one year within the accounting 
period
